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Booth Space Assignment:

Booth spaces for the 2010 festival will be chosen on a seniority basis. Space will be assigned by the
Fall Festival committee in the following order:

1. Previous exhibitors from the 2009 festival who have returned their applications to us by
April 1, 2010. These exhibitors will have the choice to keep the same booth they occupied during
the 2009 festival. Exhibitors may also opt to change their booth space, but they must still abide by
the seniority system rules and the deadline of April 1, 2010 in order to do either.

2. All other eligible applicants (whether they be exhibitors from a past festival or a new exhibitor,
will be classified as a new applicant, and will be assigned booths on a space remaining basis
after April 1, 2010, in the order their applications are received. The Fall Festival committee will
review applications on a monthly basis. Applicants will receive a prompt response by mail
regarding the status of their application.

If you wish to change your booth space, we will use the guidelines stated above.
We reserve the right to determine the location of booths to maximize variety of exhibitors.

Booth Space Information:

Booth spaces are 12 x 12. Vendors must provide their own tent & tables. Please bring tent weights
(not anchors); tents without weights must be removed if weather dictates. No Objects (including
trailer tongues) should extend out of the 12 x 12 area, additional booth spaces must be purchased if
your items are larger than the area specified above. .

Booth Setup :

Vendors must check in with the chamber tent upon arrival. Festival hours are 9:00amd 6:00pm on
Saturday, and early breakdown will not be permitted. Vendors must arrive either on Friday, October
15 between 3 pm and 6 pm. Food vendors with trailers must set up on Friday during hours specified.
For those vendors who arrive on Saturday, October 16, you may set up between the hours of

6 amd 8:30 am. Due to road closures, vendors must arrive no later than 8:00 am on Saturday.
Late-arriving vendors will not be allowed to drive in to set up. You will have to park your vehicle and
walk in your items.

Once you have unloaded your vehicle, please remove from the ball field to the designated parking
area. You may set up your booth once your vehicle has been removed.

Booths must be setup and open by 8:45am. Booths must remain open and staffed until 6:00pm.
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Craft & Specialty Items Exhibitor Requirements:

Items being sold must be original work and 75% handmade by the applicant. Applicant is required
to be present in booth.

Buy and sell items or products made from a kit are strictly prohibited. If you have these items, you
will be asked to remove them from your booth.

Only items listed on the application are to be offered for sale.

You must include 4 - 4 x 6 pictures of your work with the return of the application, one must show
you making your product and one must show your display. The other two will show the items you
will sale. We need photos even if you have previously attended . Photos cannot be returned.

You must provide your own tent, table, trashcan and chairs.

review your list and approve your items for sale. Any food item not listed on your application will
not be allowed sold once committee has approved.

Water is not provided. You must bring your own.

Your trailer, cooker or roaster must fit in the 12 x 12 booth space or you are required to purchase
booth spaces to fit these items. Please have correct measurements of your trailer. If you will be
using it in the booth site.

If you have a trailer, cooker or roaster you must set up on Friday night, October 15. Set up will
begin at 3:00 pm.

If you have a health certificate, please include a copy with your application.

You must include 30 4 x 6 pictures of your trailer, roaster or cooker. Need one picture of your
food display setup, even if you have previously attended this festival. Photos cannot be returned.

Food booths will require an additional $50 deposit. This deposit will be refunded to you after the
committee has reviewed your booth area once the festival is over. The refund will be mailed to
the address on your application within thirty days, provided your booth space was left without
debris.

Any residue (cardboard boxes, cooking oil, trash, etc.) left in your space after the festival will
result in the forfeiture of your deposit and not being invited back.

Food Vendor Set-up:

Parking:

Designated parking areas will be provided for vendors. One parking permit per vendor will be
provided. We have limited parking and can only provide parking for one vehicle. No exceptions.

Food Vendor Requirements:

You must list all food items you will sell on this application. The Fall Festival committee will

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Activity Requirements:
Activity vendors will pay a flat fee of $300 to participate.

A $150 non-refundable deposit is required by July 1, 2010.
The balance is due by September 17, 2010.

Electrical Requirements:
Electrical space is limited, not all booths have electricity available.
Electrical booths are provided on a first come, first served basis.
You must provide your own heavy duty 3 prong 100 -150 ft. extension cord for 120 volt power per

two plugs per booth space bought.

Festival Marshals will be available to show you where you will hook up your electrical cord.
Due to insurance restrictions, these Marshals will not be able to plug these cords into the electrical
outlets.

No generators allowed.

General Rules and Regulations for All Vendors:

No refunds will be given once your application has been accepted. If you application is declined by
the Fall Festival Committee you will receive a complete refund.

Festival will be held rain or shine, no cancellation. You will not be allowed to take down your booth
early because of rain. Each exhibitor will be responsible for their own protective covering.

Georgia sales tax is the responsibility of each vendor and should be collected and paid by that
vendor. The Oconee Chamber will provide each vendor with a Ga. Dept. of Revenue sales tax
form. This form will be included in your information packet.

Please do not bring your pets with you. They will not be allowed at the festival. This is for the safety
of all who attend.

The Oconee Chamber of Commerce assumes no responsibility for accidents, loss or damage to
persons or property prior to, during or after the festival.

You are not allowed to break down your booth or leave before the 6:00 pm festival closing.

Once the festival is over, you may not bring vehicles onto ball field until all pedestrian traffic has left
the field. Festival Marshals will assist in getting the ball field cleared.

Advertising:

Vendors will receive a listing in our Fall Festival publication. We distribute 18,000 of these in
Oconee county as well as surrounding counties.

Display advertisements in the publication are available at an additional charge. Please contact
the chamber for more information on advertising in the publication.

The Oconee Chamber advertises the festival through our publication which is distributed in the
local schools and businesses. We also advertise in local newspapers and radio.

From |-20: Take 441 North, at Watkinsville, take business 441 into downtown. The festival site will be
on the right at 3rd Street.

From Atlanta area: Take I-85 to Hwy 316. Travel west on Hwy 316 until you come to Hwy 53 (also
known as Hog Mtn Rd). Travel on Hwy 53, it will eventually turn to the right (this road is also known
as Experiment Station Rd), and continues to downtown Watkinsville. Hwy 53 merges with Hwy 441
in downtown Watkinsville. Take a right onto Hwy 441 South. Festival site is on the left at 3rd Street.
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
